 PEARL HARBOR -  July first is “Canada Day” and four Canadian ships in Pearl Harbor for the multi-national 

exercise RIMPAC 2004 will dress overall tomorrow to mark the 137th birthday of Canada. In accordance with 

naval ceremony, Her Majesty’s Canadian ships ALGONQUIN, REGINA, PROTECTEUR and BRANDON 

will be decorated with signal flags over the mast from bow to stern and the ships will fly the Canadian flag at 

the masthead for the day.  In addition, the ship's company of HMCS REGINA has organized a floor hockey 

tournament with eight teams.  The tournament is expected to attract a large number of spectators. 

  Canada Day celebrates the founding of Canada as the union of the British North America provinces in a 

federation under the British North America Act of July 1, 1867.  The July 1 holiday was established by statute 

in 1879 as “Dominion Day” and changed to “Canada Day” in 1982. 

  As Canada is America’s closest ally, Canadian personnel will bring a unique Canadian cultural 

experience to a pre-RIMPAC social event and host personnel from the other seven participating nations. The 

Commander of the Canadian Fleet Pacific, Commodore Roger Girouard is the exercise Multi-National Force 

Commander with ships from the United States, Australia, Chile and South Korea while Col. Chris Henneberry 

of Maritime Air Component Pacific is Deputy Commander of the Coalition Air Operations Centre.
