Ground Task Force-3 (SPMAGTF-3) will conduct an amphibious exercise at Marine Corps Training 
Area Bellows in support of Rim of the Pacific (RIMPAC) 2004.  
 
SPMAGTF-3 is composed of Marines and Sailors from 3rd Battalion, 3rd Marine Regiment, Combat 
Service Support Group-3, and Marine Aircraft Group-24, all based at Marine Corps Base Hawaii, 
Kaneohe Bay. The exercise will also include Australian soldiers from the Royal Australian Army.  

 
The SPMAGTF conducts a wide variety of expeditionary operations ranging from crisis response 
training and peacetime missions.
